RMLS™ Info:  

Property Tax Updates:   Make sure your listings are updated with correct tax amounts.  We have 
updated tax records for the 2009/2010 tax year in most counties.  Remember, the “Property Tax/Yr” 
field is not updated automatically in your listings, so make sure to check the amounts for your listings 
to assure that potential buyers are getting accurate information. 
 
To make sure you have the updated amounts:  (1) Open the listing and click on the Tax ID number to 
view the tax record.  (2)  If the amount on the tax record has changed from what you originally entered 
in the “Property Tax/Yr” field, find the listing in Listing Load and click “Misc.”  (3)  Then change the 
tax amount in the “Property Tax/Yr” field and click Publish. 
 
RMLS™  Invoices Available on RMLSweb:  Your quarterly RMLS™ invoice is now available on 
RMLSWeb and was due January 25th.  To view your invoice on RMLSweb, click on the box that states 
either:  No membership Invoice Due, Pay Current Invoice or Pay Overdue Invoice.  Then click Pay 
your Bills Online.
